План-конспект уроку для учнів 8 класу

за темою "Press in the USA"
Цілі уроку:

      практична: ознайомити учнів з новою лексикою та закріпити її вживання в усному та писемному мовленні; практикувати у читанні тексту про пресу в США з метою загального та максимально повного розуміння їхнього змісту; тренувати учнів в аудіюванні тексту з метою розвитку фонематичного слуху учнів, пам’яті та розуміння одержаної інформації; продовжувати формувати навички монологічного та діалогічного мовлення;

      освітня: поширити знання учнів про національну пресу США, вчити учнів осмислювати нову інформацію та висловлювати власні судження;

      розвиваюча: розвивати в учнів полікультурні компетентності; розвивати мовну здогадку та мовленнєву реакцію учнів, вміння обґрунтовувати власну точку зору, пізнавальний інтерес;

      виховна: сприяти розвитку позитивної мотивації щодо вивчення англійської мови, виховувати повагу до країни, мова якої вивчається.

Тип уроку: урок формування та вдосконалення знань.

Обладнання: підручник: А. М. Несвіт. Англійська мова: Ми вивчаємо англійську мову, 8 клас, зошити, словники, картки для індивідуальних завдань з лексичними вправами (додатки 1,2), мультимедійна дошка, мультимедійна презентація (додаток 3 (9 слайдів)).

Хід уроку

THE NATIONAL PRESS OF THE USA

With the advent of television in the 1940s and 1950s, the new elec​tronic medium made inroads on newspaper circulation: readers tended to overlook the afternoon paper because they could watch the day's news on TV. In 1971, 66 cities had two or more dailies, usually one published in the morning and one in the afternoon. In 1995, only 36 cities had two or more dailies.

The largest US newspapers have been losing their circulation in recent years, a trend that can be attributed to the increasing availability of news from television and other sources. Although the majority of people in the USA now receive most of their news from radio and television there are newspapers that can boast their wide circulation and which remain vitally important because they combine speed, detailed information and perma​nency.

Daily newspapers. Most cities dailies provide complete coverage of all kinds of news. Every medium-sized or larger city has its own daily newspaper. Dailies bring their readers reports of every major happening. Of all different types of newspapers, dailies have the widest circulation. Among the daily news​papers are a number with very large circulation: "USA today", the "Chicago Tribune", the "Detroit Free Press", the "New York Post", the "New York Times", the "Washington Post", etc.

Weekly newspapers. Covering local news is the main purpose of the weekly newspapers published in small towns and suburbs. They specialize in detailed personal news about local people and events. National weekly publications are normally regarded as magazines, among them the most popular are the "Vil​lage of New York", the "Real Paper of Boston".

Ethnic newspapers. In the nation's larger cities a number of newspapers devoted to the interests of ethnic or cultural groups are published, sometimes in a mixture of English and another language. Among them are the "Irish Echo", the "Jewish Advocate", the "Scandinavian Tribune".

It is often said that there is no "national press" in the United States of America as there is in Great Britain, for instance, where five popular followed by three quality newspapers dominate the circulation figures and are read na​tionwide. In one sense it is true. Most daily newspapers are distributed locally. In another sense, however, there is the national press, one that comes from influence and the sharing of news. Some of the largest newspapers are at he same time news-gathering businesses. They not only print newspapers, they also collect and sell news, news features, and photographs to hundreds of other papers in the USA and abroad.
